RESIDENT ORGANIZATION
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE ELECTION GUIDELINES

1. Candidates for district representative and vice-chair must submit the application with
election platform to the AAOMS Division of Advanced Education and Resident Affairs
outlining goals the candidate has for the organization, including implementation strategies.

2. The items submitted to AAOMS headquarters will be processed and distributed at the
ROAAOMS annual business meeting. Vice-chair candidates will be presented to and elected
by the entire organization, while district representative candidates will be introduced to and
elected by only those ROAAOMS members from their respective geographical districts.

3. Those candidates not elected vice-chair may run for district representative.

4. The newly elected vice-chair will become the chair of the ROAAOMS Executive Committee at
the subsequent annual business meeting.

5. Election of the ROAAOMS Executive Committee will be completed at the annual business
meeting.

6. Candidates for both vice-chair and district representative must have at least 18 months of
residency training remaining.
